Fiscal Stewardship
WCCC is a careful steward of public funding; however, 
the 42-year-old building has critical needs for repair and 
improvements. WCCC has been working in phases to 
meet some of the most critical needs. This fiscal year, 
traffic flow has been improved for increased safety of our 
students and visitors by separating bus traffic to the back 
of the building with a new bus turn-around and expanding 
visitor parking in the front and changing the ingress and 
egress to that parking area. WCCC also made needed 
upgrades to the HVAC system and improved the lighting in 
the parking lots. Future plans include adding new labs for 
high school programs that are currently in undersized labs. 
We are continuing to plan for future needs as we work to 
best serve our students and prepare the workforce for our 
county and region.

Warren County Career Center works to reduce costs in 
several ways:

•	 Minimizing non-instructional expenses such as utilities. 

•	 Sharing services and resources.

•	 Consortium purchasing of supplies.

•	 Offering educational programs that don’t require 
specialized labs at partner schools.

•	 Seeking other sources of funding. 

Along with thousands of dollars in donated equipment 
and supplies, WCCC received $684,302 in state and 
federal grants for 2017-18.
